Headlamp Switch, Power Mirror Switch,

Removal
(1) Remove steering column cover (3 screws).
(2) Remove instrument cluster bezel (10 screws).
(3) Remove 5 screws from the switch bezel.
(4) Pull switch and bezel assembly rearward
and disconnect wiring.

(a) Pull headlamp switch knob out, push re-
lease button on right side of switch and pull
knob out to separate knob and bezel from switch
and mounting bracket assembly.

(b) Remove spanner nut to disengage Head-
lamp switch from mounting bracket.
